POWER THE FUTURE: HEAT PUMP EVENT

Take action to reduce green-
house gas emissions in your
home by replacing your aging
air conditioner and furnace
with an air source heat pump!
Get the facts about heat pumps
at an educational event spon-
sored by local environmental
organizations on Saturday, Feb-
ruary 3", 10 - 11:30 a.m. at the
Umtarlan Church of Lincoln,
6300 A Street.

Resilient Electric Analytics es-
timates that the average cost
difference between installing a
traditional AC/gas furnace or
an air source heat pump in a
2,400 square foot home in Lin-
coln is $1,700, and using a heat
pump will reduce greenhouse
gas emissions by 43 tons over

its lifetime. The City of Lin-
coln and LES are offering a
combo rebate of $1,800 with
the purchase of a 15.2 SEER2
air source heat pump, so now is
a good time to install one in
your home.

Speakers at the event will ex-
plain the basics of how a heat
pump works, why it is im-
portant not to wait until your
unit is broken to replace it, eco-
nomic costs and environmental
benefits of air source heat
pumps, and rebates and tax
credits available for installing
heat pumps. Speakers include
City Council Representative
Bennie Shobe, former City
Council Representative and
State Senator Ken Haar, former

City Council Representative
Curt Donaldson, Lincoln’s
Chief Sustainability Ofticer
Kim Morrow, and Lincoln
Electric System Manager of
Energy Services Marc
Shkolnick.

enrolling

Community Action Head Start and Early Head Start are
currently enrolling children age 0-5 for the fall term,
which begins August 2024. Head Start is a FREE early
childhood education program, which partners with
children,
families, and the community to build the
skills children need to be successful in
school and in life. Head Start’s
comprehensive program serves the whole
family. Families with low income or
receiving SNAP, SSI, or ADC ate eligible
for Head Start or Early Head Start.

Early Head Start is available for families
from pregnancy through age 3 offers
either in-home or center-based learning
options. The home-based program
provides opportunities for education from
home as well as monthly socialization
activities with other families.

There are three Head Start centers in
Lincoln, located at 18" & K, 26" & N,
and 23" & O. Head Start is a year-round,

full-day program.
